SCHOLARSHIP SUBCOMMITTEE
The Bobby Gunn Student Leadership Award
Annually, the district provides a $500.00 travel stipend for NATA’s upcoming Annual Meeting. Additionally, NATA will waive the convention registration fee and the banquet ticket for each of the winners.   
The award recipient is responsible for completion of all travel arrangements, meeting registration and incidental costs exceeding the award stipend.  April 30, application deadline.
 DETAILS: 
1. Past winners are not eligible.
2. Applications are available from the Honors and Awards Committee Chair or Scholarship Committee Chairperson. 
3. The winner will be selected based on the criteria below, including; leadership a combination of professional involvement, character, and a desire for a career in athletic training. 
4. Student must be able to attend the next NATA meeting after the award is granted.
5. Award recognition will take place during the Pinky Newell awards banquet during the National Athletic Trainers’ Association Annual Meeting and Symposium.  Scholarship award winners are required to be present at this meeting.
6. Applicant must be an RMATA entry level student member at the time of application:  April 30, deadline.  
7. Online (email) letter or RMATA web application form of interest from the student.  Answer the questions:  Why I deserve the Bobby Gunn Leadership Award?  What have I done or will I do to show leadership in athletic training? Connect your application essay to Bobby Gunn’s impact on the athletic training profession. (For more on Bobby Gunn, see the April 2007 edition of the NATA News, available online at www.nata.org in the members‐only section.)  (1000 word limit)  
CRITERIA: 
1. The applicant must be formally accepted to an accredited Athletic Training Education Program at the time of application.
2. The applicant GPA in athletic training will be considered only in the case of a tie. GPA is to be verified by the student and the sponsor/ mentor AT or their designate. 
3. Submit one letter (email) or RMATA web application from a Sponsor/ Mentor Certified Athletic Trainer who is a current member in good standing of the Rocky Mountain Athletic Trainers Association and the National Athletic Trainers Association.  This letter should address why the student should receive this scholarship.  Each Certified Athletic Trainer may submit no more than one nomination in each academic calendar year.  The sponsoring AT will verify student GPA.

4. The applicant must be a student member of the National Athletic Trainers Association and RMATA and attend an educational institution in District Seven (RMATA).

5. It must be the intent of the applicant for this award that he or she pursues the profession of athletic training as a means of livelihood. 

6. The applicant must request one letter of recommendation be sent to the chairperson of the Scholarship Committee. 

7. The applicant is required to submit an application and biographical information, leadership involvement and answer two specific questions as to why he or she feels they should be receive the award.

Selection Process:
1.  Copies of the applications are made or electronically sent and distributed to the scholarship subcommittee members who rank each applicant from best to worst as follows:
1.  20% - Sponsor/ Mentor AT recommendation
2.  30% - Applicants essay—grammar, spelling, punctuation; clearly stated and answers to questions.
3. 50% - LEADERSHIP:  Institution, State, District or National athletic training leadership involvement, community service, ATEP service, college/university service, participation at RMATA, quiz bowl winner, RMATA student representative.
3.  Subcommittee members email rankings back to subcommittee chair within two weeks. 
4.  Subcommittee chair assigns point values to the rankings as follows
a. 5 = Strongly recommend individual for award
b. 4 = Recommend individual for award
c. 3 = Recommend individual for award with some reservation
d. 2 = Do not strongly recommend individual for award
e. 1 = Do not recommend individual for award
5. 	Subcommittee chair totals all of the ranked applications—the applicant with the highest point total is the recipient of the scholarship.
6. 	Results are emailed to subcommittee members to determine if they have any questions or would like to discuss the outcomes.
7. 	Subcommittee chair calls the recipient to notify them of the award, to congratulate them and to make arrangements for receiving the award.
8.  Confirms contact information with the recipient.
9.  Inform the student that they will need to send membership verification and receipts to RMATA Treasurer prior to receiving their reimbursement.
10.  Subcommittee chair notifies Honor and Awards Chair and RMATA Treasurer and President of the selection outcome.
11.  Subcommittee chair sends names of those who were not selected to RMATA
President, or designee, who contacts them to notify them they were not selected and to encourage them to apply again in the future.
